Dorothy Jane Van Hoogstrate, S.L. died 
on January 1, 1995 after a heart attack in 
late December. She was 70 years old. 

After graduating from Webster College in 
1946, DJ joined the Sisters ofLoretto hav­
ing been impressed by the sister's com­
mitment to education. Her first teaching 
assignments were at Holy Family High 
School in Denver and DeAndreis High 
School in St. Louis. She earned a Ph.D. 
in American History with minors in Mod­
ern European History and Political Sci­
ence from St. Louis University in 1959, 
and she also taught History and served as 
Academic Dean at Webster. In 1962 she 
began her career at Loretto Heights Col­
lege where she taught over 25 courses 
spanning American, European, Middle 
Eastern, and Asian studies, chaired the 
History Department, and served on nu­
merous committees. 

Extensive study and travel enriched D]'s 
life and teaching. Twice awarded a 
Fulbright Scholarship, she studied in Tai­
wan and Vienna. She was a visiting pro­
fessor on the Chapman College World 
Campus Afloat teaching about Asia and 
Africa and for the University of Colo­
rado Semester at Sea teaching about 
Asia, Africa and Latin America. She 
earned fellowships for study in China, 
Japan, India, the Middle East, Southeast 
Asia, and Africa. 
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
